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Your Rights.
When you apply for or receive vocational
rehabilitation services, you have the right
to:

• A written application for services

• A complete eligibilty evaluation

• A written eligibility decision within 
60 days

• A written plan within 90 days

• An annual plan review

• Accomodations for disability

• A copy of your confidential 
records

You have a right to be part of the 
planning process and make informed 
choices about your plan. If you don’t 
agree with your plan, you can appeal.

You have the right to be treated with 
dignity and respect, and must be 
served without regard to race, color, 
sex, age, creed, national orgin or 
disability.

Disability Rights Michigan (DRM) is mandated by federal and state law to protect 
the legal rights of individuals with disabilities in Michigan. DRM receives part of its 
funding from the Administration on Intellectual and Developmental Disabilities, the 
Center for Mental Health Services-Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services 
Administration (SAMHSA), the Rehabilitation Services Administration and the Social 
Security Administration.
